SUMMARY
Class A Truck Driver must have a basic working knowledge of construction projects and must have a full understanding of the operations of the trucks and trailers he/she is assigned to.

DUTIES
1. Adhere to the company’s safety and health policy while following all safety regulations and precautions
1. Operate the equipment in a safe and productive manner, always wearing the safety belt
1. Adhere to DOT regulations
1. Receive and follow directions from immediate supervisor in a professional manner
1. Perform the daily maintenance requirements on the equipment as required/requested (i.e. greasing, small repairs, etc.)
1. Work together as a team to complete the task
1. Be prepared for all weather conditions (proper clothing, gloves, etc.)
1. Perform pre-trip and post-trip inspections, filling out forms daily and submitting them to the dispatcher
